Biographies 
Stephen Lea, Professor of Psychology at the University of Exeter, UK, was one of the founders 
of economic psychology in Europe, and a past editor of the Journal of Economic Psychology as well as 

a past President of the International Association for Research in Economic 
Psychology. His research in economic psychology has specialised in the study 
of debt and giving and the psychology of money, with an emphasis on using 
economic data to enrich our understanding of human psychology as well as 
using psychological insights to account for unexpected phenomena in 
economic behaviour. In addition to his work in economic psychology, he has 
an active research programme in animal cognition and behavioural ecology, 
and has served as Dean of the Science Faculty and Deputy Vice-Chancellor at 
the University of Exeter; he is currently Head of the university’s School of 

Psychology. 

Andrew Gamble is Professor of Politics and a Fellow of Queens’ College 
in the University of Cambridge, and currently Head of the Department of 
Politics and International Studies and joint editor of The Political Quarterly. 
His research interests lie in political economy, political theory and British 
politics, and his books include Between Europe and America: the future of 
British politics and The Spectre at the Feast: capitalist crisis and the politics of 
recession. In 2005 he received the Isaiah Berlin Prize from the Political 
Studies Association for lifetime contribution to political studies. 

Bridget Rosewell has a twenty year track record in advising public and private sector clients on 
forecasts as well as economic development, transport and agglomeration economics, development 
evaluation, and competition as well as policy. She has been responsible for macro-economics 

forecasts at the CBI and for Wharton Econometrics.  More recently, she has 
developed a new approach to long term forecasts for the Greater London 
Authority, in her capacity as Chief Economic Adviser. She has advised the 
Treasury Select Committee on monetary policy and was one of the so-called 
‘Seven Wise Men’ advising Chancellor Kenneth Clarke. Bridget is one of the 
founding directors and Chairman of Volterra Consulting, established in 1998 to 
apply leading-edge mathematical and statistical techniques to solve economic 
and business problems.
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Bob Jessop is Distinguished Professor of Sociology and Co-Director of the 
Cultural Political Economy Research Centre at Lancaster University. He was 
also Founding Director of the Institute for Advanced Studies at Lancaster. He 
was previously in the Department of Government at the University of Essex 
and has also been a Visiting Professor in the Department of History at Chicago 
and the School of Geography in Manchester. He is best known for his 
contributions to state theory, critical political economy, the analysis of welfare 
state restructuring, and debates on Thatcherism and New Labour. His books 
include The Capitalist State (1982), Thatcherism (1988), State Theory (1990), The 
Future of the Capitalist State (2002), Beyond the Regulation Approach (2006), and State Power: a 
Strategic-Relational Approach (2007). He currently holds an ESRC Research Professorship for a 3- 
year analysis of the cultural political economy of crisis-management. 

David Vines is Professor of Economics, and a Fellow of Balliol College, at Oxford University. He 
is also Adjunct Professor of Economics in the Centre for Applied 
Macroeconomic Analysis at the Australian National University, and a Research 
Fellow of the Centre for Economic Policy Research in London. Since June 
2008 he has been the Research Director of the European Union’s Framework 
Seven PEGGED Research Program, which is analysing the Politics and 
Economics of Global Governance: the European Dimension. David’s own 
research is on macroeconomics and international economics, in particular on 
the macroeconomics of the current financial crisis, and on the reform of the 
IMF and other international financial institutions in the light of the crisis.

STATISTICS USER FORUM WORKSHOP - Report 

The Statistics User Forum in association with the Social Research Association and the Academy of 
Social Sciences held a workshop on 21 April to discuss various problems that the social research 
community, and wider statistics user community, were having in accessing government and other 
publicly funded survey data. This was generously supported by the Nuffield Foundation 

The workshop was attending by representatives from the Government Social Research Service, 
the National Statistician’s Office and the Office for National Statistics as well as representatives 
from other statistical user groups, social research organisations and academia. 

The meeting discussed a number of specific problems, such as: 

Changes to accessibility criteria for certain survey data. 

Discussions here covered examples of government departments restricting the criteria by which 
access to data would be granted or removing access that had previously been allowed. There was 
a feeling that some of this tightening up was a result of restrictions put in place following the loss 
of sensitive personal data that happened a couple of years back and lead to the government report 
into data handling. [http://www.cabinetoffice.gov.uk/media/65934/data_handling.pdf]  In addition 
there was concern that some of the surveys jointly funded by research councils were also 
becoming more restrictive 

Developments in accessibility of datasets 

The UK Data Forum [http://www.esrc.ac.uk/ESRCInfoCentre/NDS/ukdf/default.aspx] is concerned 
with, inter alia, ‘enhancing access to and sharing of existing datasets’. They have been working with 
others to develop clear access routes for government datasets. Three possible routes have been 
established, each dependent on the potential level of disclosure of personal information from the 
dataset in question. The routes are the End User License, Approved Researcher License and the 
Secure Data Service. At each level there in an increase in the confidentiality risks from the data. 
EUL are for non-disclosive datasets only, where as datasets with personal information will only be 
accessible through the Secure Data Service. In the security conscious and technologically enabled 
world we are now in, traditional methods of accessing data are not considered fit for purpose. 

Delays in getting access 

There were examples of the new structures causing severe delays in access. Previous requests 
that had taken weeks were now taking months. The procedures put in place to safeguard the data 
were seen as cumbersome. For some smaller research projects the timetable for access the data 
could negate the benefit of doing the research. There were real costs to these delays 

Discussions were wide ranging, touching on non-government funders of data, burden on archiving, 
poor documentation leading to a reluctance to make data accessible and the difficulties of getting 
wider access to administrative data. It was noted that there are difficulties faced by government 
departments when looking to access data from other departments too. This appeared to be a 
popular misconception across the user community.

This meeting is 
between the Statistics User Executive and the National Statistician and her Heads of Profession 
steering group. The final paper will then go to the UK Data Forum meeting in November this year.

Winter Conference 2010: Regions and the Environment 
CALL FOR PAPERS 

Friday 26 November, 
London, UK 

At first glance, 2010 has not so far been an auspicious year for regional environmental policy. Global recession has put 
pressure on politicians to ensure economic growth. Copenhagen failed to live up to expectations, putting off hard 
decisions till a later date. In the UK, public scepticism about those wishing to press for stronger environmental policies 
was fuelled by the adverse publicity surrounding the illegal hacking of the so-called ‘Climategate’ emails. But this tells 
only part of the story – an altogether more positive outlook is painted by political pronouncements in the US, China, 
UK and elsewhere on green jobs and a Green New Deal, the promotion of environmental technologies, policies to 
address fuel poverty and energy savings, plus clear commitment to policies such as improved eco-standards for new 
housing, including the stretching targets for zero carbon housing. This political climate is guiding unprecedented levels 
of investment in developing new environmental technologies, products and services, bringing with it challenges of 
ensuring this money is used wisely and careful evaluation undertaken of the outcomes, both positive and negative. 

As the global economy seeks to move out of a period of recession and great uncertainty, it is timely to ask some 
searching questions about the achievements of recent environmental policy approaches and the prospects for the new 
approaches. The Regional Studies Association Winter Conference 2010 on Regions and the Environment presents 
an opportunity to discuss and debate these issues, to establish the research requirements and to address the concerns 
of practitioners and policymakers. The conference organisers are keen to attract papers and sessions which address a 
broad active research and policy agenda, including contributions from any discipline which can offer insights at local 
and regional levels. Papers which are collaborative, international or multi-disciplinary are especially welcome. We plan 
to prompt important questions about the future of environmental policy at all geographical scales, not least the 
regional and local level.

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Political studies looks forward to a bright future 

The Political Studies Association’s 60 th annual conference, which took place from 29 March to 1 April in Edinburgh, 
was the largest ever. There were over 250 panels, with 800 papers, and 1,080 participants including 119 from 
overseas drawn from 51 different countries ranging from Argentina and Australia to India, Japan, and the Ukraine. 

The Association has come a long way since its first conference in March 1950 when around 50 academics from 12 
universities met at the LSE. Then, the subject was small with teaching and research focusing on the traditional areas of 
political theory and philosophy, British politics and politics in other countries, public administration, and international 
relations. 

In those early days it must have seemed unlikely that political studies would develop in the ways that it has. Today, 
there are at least 1,900 staff in over 90 departments and the membership of the Political Studies Association has 
increased 18-fold over its 60 years. In the early 1950s there were around 100 members and this rose to some 600 in 
1975 and 930 in 1999. The current membership, reached at the end of 2009, is 1,780 including graduate students. 

Undergraduate numbers have also increased considerably, particularly in the last ten years. Figures from UCAS show 
that there were 14,946 applications to study politics in 2000 and this had nearly doubled to 29,258 by 2009. In 2000 
there were 2,741 acceptances and by 2009 that had risen by 90 per cent to 5,210. Postgraduate numbers have also 
risen apace. 

Among the reasons advanced for the increasing popularity of political studies are the impact of the 9/11 attacks, 
terrorism, the Iraq and Afghanistan wars, globalisation, democratisation, environmentalism, devolution, growing 
inequalities and injustice. Many politics departments are able to offer optional courses on an array of fascinating 
subject areas attracting good students who want to specialise. 

Another factor may be the good employability record of politics graduates reported by HEFCE. Many employers value 
the skills acquired by politics students, such as the collection and analysis of data, critical evaluation of information and 
arguments, and effective communication. 

Research in political studies is also flourishing. In 2007 the ESRC’s international benchmarking review of UK politics 
and international studies produced a highly positive report. Drawing attention to the discipline’s diversity in 
approaches and methods, the review found great strengths in sub-disciplines including political theory, electoral 
studies, international studies, European Union studies, political economy, public policy and administration and 
comparative and certain area studies. The review found there was an under-representation of women and ethnic 
minorities in the discipline but overall it was in ‘robust good health’. 

The growth and strength of the discipline is reflected in the fortunes of the Political Studies Association. Its income in 
2009 was nearly £850,000 and its reserves are approaching £1 million. Membership and activities have increased 
greatly and it has just launched Political Insight – its fifth journal. A big occasion each year is the Association’s Awards 
Ceremony where winners include leading academics as well as politicians, journalists, satirists and others. An annual 
lecture is organised jointly with the Hansard Society and the Association has taken on an advocacy role and responds 
to national consultations. The Association also has an impressive award-winning web site. 
Reflecting the diversity of research interests, the Association has over 40 specialist research groups. These cover a 
wide variety of topics such as anarchism, art and politics, British idealism, sport and politics, security and intelligence 
and state theory. There are specialist groups on the politics of various other countries and regions and political 
leadership, marketing and representation and on women and politics and elections, public opinion and parties. The 
Association is developing reciprocal relations with kindred bodies elsewhere including Brazil, Hong Kong, Japan, South 
Korea, Thailand, the United States and Vietnam. It is also giving its support to smaller and emerging professional 
bodies through a newly-formed Europe-wide confederation of similar associations. 

As it celebrates its Diamond Jubilee, the Political Studies Association finds itself in a virtuous circle of higher income, 
growing activities, additional publications, increased professionalism, better international links, a heightened reputation 
and profile, and a rising membership. 

Like the Association, the study of politics is also in rude health in the United Kingdom. Applications to study for 
undergraduate and postgraduate degrees are rising each year and the excellence of UK politics research, and its 
relevance and impact, are widely acknowledged in the UK and around the world. It is difficult to disagree with the 
view of the ESRC international panel in 2007 that political studies ‘has a very bright future indeed in the UK’.
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Political Insight magazine was recently launched and was very well received. Published three times a year, this full-colour 
magazine is written for everyone with an interest in politics. International both in the scope of issues it covers and in 
the sources it draws from, Political Insight aims to present research into politics and international studies to a broad 
audience in an entertaining and engaging way.

Conference theme 
The perception of so-called ‘democratic deficit’ underpins much of our debate in contemporary governance. Yet, 
there remains little or no consensus over the diagnoses of this malaise, of its symptoms and its severity, and of the 
prescribed treatment for its ‘cure’. To varying degrees, and in different combinations, we are said to be witnessing a 
crisis of representative democracy and of traditional political institutions, the collapse of ‘community’ and established 
civic cultures, and the failure of the tried and tested mechanisms of the classical-modernist state in an increasingly 
complex, mediatised and inter-dependent world. There also remains little evidence as to whether new forms of 
interactive governance and participation have actually begun to address disenchantment with many of our political 
institutions or have simply compounded existing ‘democratic deficits’ in the policy process. 

Against this background, this two-day conference seeks to examine the character and extent of our current 
democratic malaise, identify its implications for democratic governance and policy-making, and put forward 
opportunities for democratic renewal. In particular, we look to identify new democratic practices that might 
supplement or substitute for existing patterns of democratic representation, accountability and control. Are we right 
to characterise our current malaise with democratic practices as a ‘crisis’ or is it a moment of transition and 
opportunity for democratic innovation? If so, a transition towards what form of political community?
